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Restoration of a Drum-Clock Kept in the National Science Museum

" This clock was made in the late Edo period (the 19 th century) through the use
of a Japanese drum as the clock case. The works of clock were put in the interior
of the drum whose one head, made of a wooden hoard, served as the clock face,
The clock face as well as the drum-head of the opposite side are beautifully colo-
ured. The present work concerns with the conservation treatment against the exfo-
liation of the painting and the damage in the wooden part,

1) The painting on the clock face, - In order to repair exfoliated portions, the
surface was treated with a 1:1 mixed solution of water and acrylic resin emulsion

(PRIMAL AC 3444),
2) The clock face.------ The material is the plywood of paulownia wood, - The

emulsion of vinyl acetate resin (BOND CH 18) was employved as a binding agent.

3) The decorative painting of cocks.----- It was subjected to a preventive treat-
ment with modified vinyl acetate resin (BOND SP 210).
4) The painting on the drum-head.---- It was subjected to a preventive treatment

with a 1:1:1 mixed solution of water, acetone and water-soluble acrylic resin (BIN-
DER 17). '
