research activities. TOBUNKEN completed a comprehensive renewal of the TOBUNKEN Library website. The website is thus the key
first contact point for users, especially those outside of TOBUNKEN. We held discussions with the Library staff and improved the
layout and design of the Visitor’s Guide and the information related to our housed materials. The website now enables everybody
to easily access the needed information. We will be presenting at academic societies and other forums regarding how this renewal
was carried out, its effects, and the issues that remain.
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TOBUNKEN organized a project team on public relations in 2023, and has been working on a variety of projects. In 2024, among
the projects, we held an “Open Laboratory” for the first time.

Though the planned number of participants was 40, there were as many as 76 entries in the end. With the theme of “washi
paper (Japanese traditional paper), the participants visited the four laboratories, one in each department.

In a questionnaire provided to the participants, some of the respondents said that they had been able to learn about various
issues regarding the conservation of cultural properties and wanted us to continue these efforts, which lead to improved public
relations.

We look forward to continuing to disseminate research findings to the public in various ways.
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
