Cultural properties are valuable testimony to the history and culture of the
areas and countries where we live. At the same time, they enrich our daily lives YR - SRR R B
and serve as the fountainhead from which new culture is created. However, Training for museum curators in charge of conservation

among what are considered as cultural properties, there are those whose
original appearance is no longer discernible because of the passage of time
or those that are exposed to dangers of loss because they are composed of
very fragile materials. The Institute employs diverse methods to study cultural
properties, to elucidate their historical and cultural values, to consider methods
for their preservation, to collect information obtained through research and
to hand them down to future generations.
